Moorpark College ADN Program Admission Criteria — Multi Criteria Selection Process

Due to changes in legislation and Education Code, admission criteria to the ADN Program have been changed to a multi-criteria screening and ranking.
Students that have failed from any nursing program will automatically be placed in the random selection pool, with the exception of students that qualify for
points in Section 6 “Prior attempt of the first semester of the Moorpark College nursing program (if any).”
