Visit a counselor for options on meeting the mathematics requirement.

General Education — Completion of the general education requirements as specified in the college catalog

Major — Completion of all courses (at least 18 semester units) required for a major in a specified field of study (cur-
riculum pattern) as described in the college catalog.

Residency — Completion of the last 12 semester units in residence at the college granting the degree selected from
courses required for graduation, if in attendance at the time of qualifying for graduation. If the student designates
a specific major, then at least 6 of the 12 units must be selected from major courses.

If not in attendance at the time of qualifying for graduation, completion of 24 units in residence at the colleges of
the Ventura County Community College District to include at least 12 semester units in residence at the college
granting the degree, selected from courses required for graduation. If the student designates a specific major,
then at least 6 of the 12 units must be selected from major courses.

Note: The completion of the General Education and major requirements for an associate degree does not make the
student eligible to transfer to a four-year college or university. For transfer requirements, consult the college catalog
and your counselor.
