Legislation: AB/SBs  


Example: AB 1725: The Community College Reform Act, 1988 (Vasconcellos)


CCs uncoupled from K-12 to become institutions of higher ed.



Strengthened role of ASs


Such legislation then codified into law . . . 
Law: The California Educational Code (“Ed Code”)

Law: can only be modified by subsequent legislation

Rules and regulations: Title V

Codifies the rules for the implementation of the Ed Code


Force of law, but can be changed by CCC Board of Governors


Example: Title V: 53200: “10 + 1”


Definitions:



“Academic and professional matters” 



“Consult collegially”





“Rely primarily” OR “mutually agree”




VCCCD: mutually agree





If no agreement, “existing policy shall remain in effect 




unless exposes district to legal liability or fiscal hardship”
