This form must be signed by the student in question (electronic signatures are perfectly fine!).

Incomplete submissions of any form will not be accepted, nor will efforts be made to receive necessary, correct or complete documents.

Note too that the essay in question must be in .pdf, .doc, or .docx                                form ONLY. No other formats will be accepted.

· Note that the faculty member (—not the student!—) sends these forms in to mswa@vcccd.edu. Any work forwarded by students will be ignored. 

· Physical copies will not be accepted.

· The nominated student must ALSO fill out the Moorpark College Foundation Scholarship Application, found at this address: https://www.moorparkcollege.edu/departments/student-services/scholarship-office.

· Note that you will be asked to indicate three faculty/contact contacts who have agreed to provide referrals or evaluations to the Moorpark Scholarship Office.
· Also note: As with any application, it is the student’s responsibility to ask faculty to serve as evaluators. 


· To qualify for a scholarship, every recipient must be either continuing at Moorpark College at the time of application OR be applying to transfer to a university in Spring 2026 to officially transfer Fall 2026.
