1. Do a "Think Aloud" activity where you
read a sample text in your discipline and
show your students how you read it. We
read things differently in different
disciplines, so show your students how to
read in your discipline! 

2. Encourage students to Read with a
Pen (underlining, circling, commenting,
etc.) 

3. Take part in Reading Apprenticeship
workshops, offered by 3CSN 

When we model how to read texts, students gain access to those skills and
those readings.
